Outstanding Leadership in Mentoring Award

This award recognizes an ADA member dentist who has
demonstrated outstanding leadership in mentoring.

Each constituent and component society may nominate one
candidate. The nominee must have the written endorsement
of the nominating society and the ADA trustee of that district.
This requirement can be satisfied by the ADA trustee signing
the original application and submitting it in hard copy form,
by fax (312.440.2883), or an e-mail to ddss@ada.org stating that
the nominee is endorsed by the trustee. Since components as
well as constituents may nominate a candidate, it is possible to
have multiple entries from a constituent and a trustee district.

The ADA Committee on the New Dentist will serve as the
sole judge of this award.

Eligibility
Nominees must be members of the American Dental Association
and have demonstrated outstanding mentorship ability.

Entry Guidelines

'The nominating society should provide a copy of the nominee’s
curriculum vitae (not to exceed three pages) and a completed
nomination form. Additional sheets may be used as needed.

In addition, letters of recommendation from those mentored
(not to exceed two pages each) will be considered.

Notes

The ADA headquarters office in Chicago will endeavor to
acknowledge each entry within ten days of receipt. All
participants will be advised in writing of the judges’ decisions
no later than February 15, 2009. Recipients will be asked to
keep the decision of the judges confidential until the date

of the official announcement.

Only officially chartered constituent and recognized component
dental societies of the American Dental Association are eligible

to submit entries as outlined. In order to be eligible, the entry
form must be properly completed and signed, follow all
published guidelines for entries, and not include any legally
unacceptable statements or materials.

The award recipient will be recognized at the ADA 23rd

New Dentist Conference, April 30 - May 2, 2009 in Miami,
Florida. Award winners attending the Conference will receive a
trophy, complimentary registration to the Conference, and a $500
stipend to help defray expenses associated with attending the
Conference.

All entries become the property of the ADA. The ADA is not

responsible for entries lost or delayed in mailing or shipping.

Entries must be postmarked by December 1,2008.
