He has focused on four main areas of informatics 
research which include 1) dental patient safety

3) electronic health record usability, and 4) 
standardized dental diagnostic terminology. He 
currently serves as the Principal Investigator on 
Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality 
(AHRQ) and NIH-funded studies focused on 
developing a patient safety learning health 
system, investigating dental diagnostic failures, 
implementing dental quality measures in practice, 
and the use of mHealth to collect patient reported 
outcomes. Muhammad Walji also leads the multi-
institutional team that has developed the BigMouth 
Dental Data Repository, which currently contains 
data on over 4 million patients derived from EHRs 
from 11 dental institutions in the U.S.A. In addition 
to his work in dentistry, he has made significant 
contributions to the field of electronic health 
record (EHR) usability and safety. As Associate 
Dean for Technology Services and Informatics, 
Muhammad Walji leads the Clinical IT groups that 
are responsible for implementing and supporting 
the EHR in the dental clinics. In 2012 he received 
a University of Texas System Regents’ Outstanding 
Teaching Award. In 2016, he received recognition 
from President Obama after being selected as one 
of the recipients of the Presidential Early Career 
Award for Scientists and Engineers (PECASE). In 
2021, Muhammad Walji was appointed as the 
inaugural holder of Chair in Dental Informatics at 
The University of Texas Health Science Center at 
Houston (UTHealth) School of Dentistry.
